QUALIFICATION

The top seven schools in each Large and Small Schools races and any individual who finishes in the top thirty places but whose team does not qualify, will be invited to compete in the City Championships on Thursday 26th March 2026.
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RULES

PLEASE LISTEN OUT FOR THE STARTER’S ANNOUNCEMENTS.

THE COURSE

The course for all races will be 1500m and please note that running spikes are not allowed.  Parents should also kindly be reminded not to pace their children in any way during the race.  This includes running alongside the children or cycling around the race route.  This may result in the disqualification of runners / teams. Children and spectators should stay off the course, particularly near to the start where up to 100 children could be charging up the course.

NUMBER OF RUNNERS

Team managers are asked to note that a team may consist of up to a maximum of six runners, the first four to count for scoring purposes. Extra runners are not allowed. 
Children should run in their own age groups – Year Six or Year Five and below.
No spikes allowed as they are dangerous with children running so close together.

WEATHER

In the event of bad weather or other unforeseen circumstance, you will be contacted by the organisers if the race has to be postponed and a notice will be placed on the Liverpool Primary Running website. There is no need to inundate the organisers with phone calls.

MARSHALS

ALL SCHOOLS ARE REQUIRED TO BRING AT LEAST ONE MARSHAL to make sure we cover the entire course. All marshals should report to Joan Jackson and Bob Brimage at 3.50pm at the Officials’ Table (on the field near to the start) or, if the races have started, by the finishing line. 
EVERY SCHOOL IS REQUIRED TO PROVIDE A MARSHAL.

AWARDS

Individual race winners, and second and third placed runners, will receive a medal and certificate. Winning teams will be awarded a Champions certificate and trophy. Team members will each receive a certificate and a medal. The trophy is to be kept in perpetuity. Second and third place schools will each receive school certificates. Team members will each receive a certificate and a medal. 

APPEALS

Only teacher representatives may appeal to the referee, who will make a decision in the case of any dispute.

DISQUALIFICATION

Pacing, either by running or cycling alongside competitors, may result in their disqualification. 
Any competitors who deviate from the marked course are likely to be disqualified.
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TEACHERS’ RESPONIBILITIES

It is not sufficient to just turn up with your children. Team managers are responsible for numerous other things;

PROTOCOL

· All teams and individuals MUST be accompanied by a teacher from their own school. Parents cannot be sent to look after children without school staff supervision.
· It is the responsibility of the teacher representative to ensure that children are presented to the competitors’ stewards when each race is called.
· It is the responsibility of teacher representatives to ensure that competitors are adequately warmed up before their race.
· Please note that all races are over 1500 metres and children should be capable of running between 5 – 7 minutes for that distance.
· Children should be adequately trained to cope with these lengths of races so that no child ends up in a distressed state.
· Please arrive early on the day and collect your wallets from the Registration Secretary, who will be at the Officials’ Table (on the field near to the start). This should be done as soon after your arrival as possible.
· Team Managers are reminded that the behaviour of their team(s) is their responsibility.
· All marshals should report to Joan Jackson and Bob Brimage at 3.50pm at the Officials’ Table (on the field near to the start).
· Please listen carefully to announcements as competitors will be called at regular intervals.

PACING

Parents should also kindly be reminded not to pace their children in any way during the race.  This includes running alongside the children, or cycling around the race route.  This may result in the disqualification of runners / teams. Children and spectators should stay off the course, particularly near to the start where up to 100 children could be charging up the course.

Other children from your school running alongside the runners (such as boys running by the side of the girls) can also lead to disqualification.

PLEASE SPEAK AGAIN TO YOUR PARENTS AND CHILDREN.

LITTER

We have made great inroads into our relationship with the City Council, thanks in no small way from the intense negotiations carried out by Mr Williams from Liverpool Harriers.

We are now paying a fraction of the anticipated costs for our use of the parks for cross country but we need to consider what is happening.

Please make sure your school takes home your litter or, at the very least, finds a bin for it.
PLEASE SPEAK TO YOUR PARENTS AND CHILDREN.
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NAMES

We still cannot get team managers to put the full names of their children on the results’ sheets. It is a basic requirement.

In addition, please put the boys’ tokens in the boys’ YELLOW envelope and the girls’ tokens in the girls’ GREEN envelope. NOT ALL IN ONE ENVELOPE.

Also, there is space for ALL children’s names to be put on the results’ sheets. The top thirty individuals have their names published.

IT TAKES APPROXIMATELY 10 HOURS TO COLLATE THE RESULTS, REORDER THE COUNTERS AND PREPARE NEW WALLETS. PLEASE HELP TO MAKE THINGS EASIER.
Results’ sheets require you to put the school name, venue of the race, whether your school is in the boys’ or girls’ race and which age group your school is in (Year 6 or Year 5 and Below).
This may seem basic but at one race alone, 8 envelopes did not have the school name written on!!

Please return your fully completed results sheets and envelopes straight after your race. Children’s full names should be filled in. It is not enough just to put ‘Billy’ etc. We need surnames. PLEASE MAKE SURE THE RESULTS’ SHEET IS LEGIBLE.

Please make sure that the finishing tokens go in with the results' sheet. Every result is checked. PLEASE ZIP UP THE PLASTIC WALLET SO THAT NOTHING FALLS OUT. 

STARTS

At the start of each race, every school is lined up in SINGLE FILE. Some team managers are coaching their children to move into two lines in order to gain a better start. This is dangerous and schools moving their children out of single file will be disqualified.

FIRST AID

Please be aware that each school is responsible for the welfare of their own children. The organisers have a full first aid kit available for use but schools should administer their own first aid to their pupils, if required.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

Whilst the issue of marshals speaks to health and safety, schools should be mindful of their obligations to their own children. Schools are responsible for the well-being of their children. Children should be adequately trained. Please also bear in mind that, despite all the hoops we jump through to use our beautiful city parks, there are no toilet facilities in them.

It is also the responsibility of schools to make sure that their children and supporters adhere to the rules of the competition. The course for all races will be 1500m and please note that running spikes are not allowed.  Parents should also kindly be reminded not to pace their children in any way during the race.  This includes running alongside the children, or cycling around the race route.  This may result in the disqualification of runners / teams.
