RACE FIVE

The cross country league resumes in 2026 with the fifth race of the 2025/2026 season taking place on Thursday 26th February 2026 at Sefton Park and is being hosted by Booker Avenue, assisted by Gilmour. 

The course is on the field in Mossley Hill Drive near to St Hilda’s High School and the junction of Croxteth Drive, L17 1AP.

MARSHALS

So far, 72 schools have competed in one or more League races and 764 children ran at Clarke’s Gardens, giving an average of 796 for our first four nights.

AS SUCH, EVERY SCHOOL NEEDS TO BRING A MARSHAL.

Race One will start at 4.10pm and each race will follow approximately 5 – 7 minutes thereafter. Schools are advised to arrive in sufficient time to prepare for their race and allow the children time to warm up.

SEASON 2025/2026

Attached again are the Competitions’ Information, full list of dates, a cross country rules letter and the classification of Large, Intermediate and Small Schools. Please read ALL the attached information carefully.

After 4 races, there is still plenty to run for in the final two races. Remember, it is each schools best 5 out of 6 results so scores may change by as much as 20 points. But at the moment, in the Large Boys, Booker Avenue lead, just 2 points separate Liverpool College and Childwall in the Large Girls. 4 schools are vying for the Intermediate Boys – Runnymede, Rudston, St Paschal Baylon and Our Lady’s Bishop Eton, whilst the Intermediate Girls is currently between Rudston and Much Woolton.
Pleasant Street are striving for a Small Schools’ double, tying on 112 points with Carleton House in the Boys and leading St Sebastian’s by 2 points in the Girls.

MERSEYSIDE COUNTY PRIMARY SCHOOLS’ CROSS COUNTRY CHAMPIONSHIPS 

Saturday 31st January 2026 – Wavertree

The sixth Primary Schools’ County Championships were held on Saturday 31st January 2026. Thank you to all those who turned out to assist and/or support our Liverpool Representative teams. 149 children from 41 schools accepted the invitation to run in the six races for Liverpool, with 127 eventually running on the day, after a typical schools’ outbreak of illness in the week leading up to the Championships. For the first time, there were additional races for Year Four Boys and Girls. Liverpool won the team events in Year 4, Year 5 and Year 6 Girls, as well as Year 6 Boys. Year 4 Boys were runners up and Year 5 Boys were bronze medallists.

Following the Championships, 78 Liverpool children were selected for the Merseyside teams to run in the National Championships in Kenilworth, Warwickshire on Saturday 21st March 2026.
