Dear Colleague,

The first cross country league race for the 2025/2026 season took place on Thursday 18th September 2025 at Croxteth Park. Full results are now on the website. 

The second cross country league race for the 2025/2026 season takes place on Wednesday 1st October 2025 at Newsham Park and is being hosted by St Cuthbert’s and St Sebastian’s Primary Schools. 

The start and finish of the course is at the Judge’s Drive end of the park, near to St Francis Assisi Academy (L6 7UF).

I KNOW I SEND MANY EMAILS BUT ALL I ASK IS THAT YOU READ IT ONCE AND DO AS ASKED. THIS IS WHY. YOU PROVIDED 753 CHILDREN FOR US TO MANAGE AND RECORD LAST THURSDAY, SO YOUR COOPERATION IS VITAL.

MARSHALS
Each school is required to bring a marshal. Over 20 schools did not at Croxteth. Bringing a marshal does not mean taking an orange bib from the organisers, tucking it into your belt or putting it on the floor and not carrying out the role.

IN FUTURE, THE MARSHAL MUST REPORT TO BOB BRIMAGE AT THE REGISTRATION DESK AND STAY THERE UNTIL ALLOCATED THEIR POST, WHICH THEY MUST THEN GO TO. THE PERSON REGISTERING THE SCHOOL CANNOT TAKE THE BIB TO GIVE TO A MARSHAL.

A MARSHAL ALLOCATED TO A POST CANNOT JUST LEAVE THAT POSITION. THEY NEED TO BE REPLACED. A MARSHAL LEFT AN IMPORTANT TURN LAST THURSDAY AND THE CHILDREN IN RACE 5 THEN CUT OUT A SUBSTANTIAL PORTION OF THE COURSE.

NUMBER OF RUNNERS
The attached Rules’ Letter should have been read. 

The Classification set out is based on the school numbers I am given. If you just put 240 because you are a two form entry, you will be a Large school. If you actually have 236 pupils you would be Intermediate. There were 33 schools who had between 176 and 239 pupils. Several schools move up and down every year. YET SCHOOLS STILL TURNED UP FOR THE WRONG RACE BECAUSE THEY HAVE NOT CHECKED THE CLASSIFICATION.
