WEATHER PROTOCOL

The procedures for bad weather have already been set out. We start setting out the course at 2pm on  race day and monitor the weather forecasts avidly. 

1. WHATSAPP GROUP
I include everyone who has provided a mobile phone number in the WhatsApp group. That is now the first point of call if the weather inhibits the races. Some colleagues have recently left the group. That removes your first route to weather information. The WhatsApp group is updated throughout race day.
2. WEBSITE
         The website will say that the race is on. I can change that with my phone from anywhere, even 
         setting up a course in pouring rain. If the rain is scheduled to go off we will wait.

3. INSTAGRAM
The new Instagram site, @liverpoolprimaryathletics, will also be updated on race days.

4. TWITTER
         The Twitter site, @PrimaryRunning, will also be updated on race days.

5. EMAIL
If the race is called off early, then I also send emails to every school admin address, personal school email addresses and personal email addresses of those that have provided them.
If I am stood in a wet park, I cannot send over 100 emails, so that will not happen.

If it does happen, however, I will object to school admins emailing me to say that emails were not sent. I retired eight years ago and it is perhaps that the schools’ server sends my email address to junk or even blocks it. That is the main reason you are asked for a personal email address that does not go through the schools. It is not for us to become email mates it is purely to disseminate information as quickly as possible.
